Banksy Stencil-making Project

Creative Arts

Objective: 

· To learn about street art and the artist known as “banksy” who uses satire to make social statements with his art. 

· To understand what a stencil is and how to make one using pixlr.com to isolate values of an image into 2 or 3 tones.  

· To understand how to utilize positive and negative space in a stencil design.

Vocabulary: 

Stencil—a template used to draw or paint identical letters, symbols, shapes, or patterns every time it is used.
Street Art or Graffiti—are images or letters applied without permission to publicly viewable surfaces such as walls or bridges
Grayscale—Displayed images of this sort are composed of shades of gray, varying from black at the weakest intensity to white at the strongest.
Value—the relative lightness or darkness of colors or grays

Process:

1.  Find an image that will help you make a statement.  Be sure to pick an image or image(s) that with a blank background or use selection tools in pixlr.com to isolate images from their background.

2.  Open the image in pixlr.com.

3.  Convert the image to grayscale using the following action:

4.  Simplify the values in the image by using the Posterize function  

 by using the following action:  

5.  Add text (or combine other image layers) to your main image to 

 finish the stencil design.

     6.  After your design is printed onto cardstock, use exacto knives to 

 cut away the positive space that will contain the areas of color 

 when your stencil is printed or painted onto your surface.
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
