1.  Foundation Skills:  Drawing and the principles of design 

2.  Improv and interactive theater games:  

•  Building trust and sharpening our wits and timing with theater games as well as inter-connecting with current events and themes.  

3.  Interactive theater:  Augusto Boal and the Theater of the Oppressed

•  Removing the 4th wall and using theater to impact the relationships the protagonist has with his/her surroundings, including the human relationships.

4.   Set design and multi-media theater effects: 
•  Using various materials (including light and sound) to design sets and experiences for plays

5.  Performance art :  Allan Kaprow, Vito Acconci, early Dadaists, and new generation of political performance actors and activists (Yes Men, Reverend Billy, etc.) 

•  Place-based or environmental performance art [integrating ones surroundings into a performative art-form] around the themes of consumption, transformation, Identity, and migration.
